You will record a video that will let your community know who you are, what your powers can do and how you got them, and how you are going to help the community with those powers. Once these videos are recorded they can then be sent out to the community so everyone will know your name and know the good you do for them!

	Artist statement

· Anyone know what an artist statement is? –if they do let them explain

· Tells meaning behind artist’s intent behind their artwork

· We will be making an artist statement but instead of writing we will be creating a video
	Students will learn about an artist statement so that they can create one.

	Video camera

· Talk about handling with care.

· Students will be paired in groups of 2 or 3 to record videos.

· Press red (big) button to start recording and to end the recording.

· Make sure to keep your fingers off the speaker (little dots).

· Need to make sure to keep the camera steady and if you are recording you need to be quite and not talk.
	Students will understand how to use the video camera.

	Work time:

Students will first start by filling out prompt worksheet in their sketchbooks.

· This will become their script for their video

· What is a script? –a written piece of text for a play, movie, or broadcast

· This must be completed before students start making their videos

Once students are done they will be put into groups.

Making the videos:

· Students will take turns videotaping and being videotaped.

· They must all record one video before they can go back and record a second if they didn’t like their first. This way everyone gets the opportunity to be recorded.

· Use the answers you wrote in your sketchbook to answer the prompts.
	Students will be brainstorming ideas of what to say in their final video.
Students will be creating artist statement videos.

	Clean up:

Students will need to bring their costumes back to Mercedes.

They will bring their sketchbooks and video cameras to Lisa.

When everything is put away students will return to the circle in the middle of the floor.

Experience Narrative: This week we had our students try something much different than any other project they have done before.  We had them create videos that were similar to an artist statement. They described their superhero, superpower, reasoning, and how they represented it in their symbol and costumes they created. Since this was a new experience it was hard to create a solid plan in order to plan timing correctly. Through guessing, we tried to plan enough time for students to fill out a worksheet to prepare their answers to the questions a classmate would ask while another filmed the video. Some students struggled with formulating their answers and needed assistance generating and pushing their ideas. With this extended time needed the students weren’t able to start filming as soon as we had hoped. Also some groups took much longer to get through everyone once they did start creating videos for example many wanted and needed to create multiple takes due to mistakes. Overall the students were engaged and enjoyed this experience. Interpretation/Content meaning: I believe this lesson was a great way to connect literacy and art in a fun and exciting way for students. Student love to talk about their work and ideas so we thought this could be a great way to capture that and have a recorded description of their work up until this point in the semester. They had to explain their artistic decisions including the specific characteristics we focused on including shape and color. Also the students were really engaged due to the fact that students of that generation love technology. Most of them had a general idea of how to use the cameras and were excited to get the opportunity to do so especially in a school setting with their classmates. Personal significance: Although it was difficult at times, this was a fun lesson to plan and put into practice. It was fun to see the excitement in the students when they got the chance to use the cameras and present their superhero. After trying this kind of a lesson I now have a better idea of timing and certain things to add to instruction and planning for it to go smoother. Future Actions: In the future I want to find ways to include technology into my lesson in ways such as this where it is used as a way of recording what has occurred and been created in previous lessons. I think many students are able to explain something more in depth when speaking it rather than having to write it all out. I think there is also a different type of voice added when an artist is able to explain what they created, expressing their feelings and emotions attached to their art as well.
