Day one: You work for a newspaper, and you want to include some information in this week’s newspaper about this new superhero that is helping the community. Since pictures are worth a thousand words you are going to create a painting of your superhero in action, using their superpowers to help the community. You are going to add a caption to the image you create so everyone who looks at the newspaper can learn more about your superhero. 

Day two: You are going to pretend you are your superhero’s biggest fan and make a collection of objects/artifacts as tribute to your superhero. You can include a representation of their symbol, a small painting showing their superhero in action with a caption similar to an image in a newspaper article and other objects of your choice that specifically relates to your superhero.

Using completed painting, students will be able to write a caption expressing their intent of their painting like a caption of a newspaper article. Given a foam bulletin board, students will be able create a collection of artifacts as a tribute to their superhero including their symbol, an image of their superhero in action, something relating to their superhero or other object, demonstrating the technique of assemblage. (Bloom’s: Create, Standard: Create, GLE: Use basic media to express ideas through the art-making process, Art Learning: Expressive features and characteristics of art)
Using completed artwork, students will be able to interpret their peers’ artwork and discuss their artistic decisions. 	Preparation:

	· Welcome students to class
· Display and present a giant newspaper article about Mercedes or Lisa’s superhero doing good in the community, including a picture of the superhero in action, a great caption and a short article that would interest kids


	· Students will become interested and drawn into the lesson through seeing an example

	· Begin PowerPoint 
· Explain how they will have two different roles for what we are making today

· Explain first role:  You work for a newspaper, and you want to include some information in this week’s newspaper about this new superhero that is helping the community. Since pictures are worth a thousand words you are going to create a drawing or painting of your superhero in action, using their superpowers to help the community. You are going to add a caption to the image you create so everyone who looks at the newspaper can learn more about your superhero.
· Ask: What is a caption? Why is it helpful to include a caption with a picture?
	· Students will know what they are creating and why. They will come to understand what a caption is and why it is used.
	5 min

	
	· Have students get their sketchbooks and continue planning (from what they started last week) a picture of their superhero in action
· Once they have a plan, have them show Mercedes or Lisa to get paper for the final drawing or painting paper
	· Students will brainstorm to generate ideas of how they could visually represent their superheroes in action
	5 min

	
	· Painting demo-
· Show how to mix colors – add white to make it lighter, complementary colors, add water to make it less thick and more see-through, proper way on using brush (don’t dip the whole brush in), how to clean the brush in water in between using different colors
	· Students will understand the many techniques that lead to creating a painting.

	· Have students work on drawing or painting
	· Students will continue to improve and use studio skills. 
	25 min

	
	· When they have finished give them 2 caption cards (one to practice and one for the final caption after editing for grammar and spelling) 
· Help students with spelling words and ideation for a good sentence.
	· Students will describe their intent and explain their painted imagery.
	8 min

	
	· Clean up:
· Have one student from each table collect all of the paint brushes, put them brush down into a water cup, and bring them to the sink to be washed out. 

· Have one student from each table wipe off the extra paint from the palette and wait to bring it to the sink to wash off
· Have all students bring their sketchbooks to Mercedes and leave their painting on their tables for us to collect. 
	· Students will work together to clean up their area.

	· Gallery walk – give students the opportunity to walk around the room and look at everyone’s painting and read the caption they wrote to go with it
· Have a few students share their response to a classmates painting pretending they saw it in a newspaper
	· Students will interpret their peers’ artwork and discuss their artistic decisions.

	Day 2
	· Welcome students to class
· Inquiry – Intro to Incredibles trailer showing collection of magazines, images, and text about Mr. Incredible

· Ask: What did you see in the video clip?

         What did he do with all of these articles?

         Why do you think he did that?
	· Students will become interested and drawn into the lesson through seeing an example in a superhero movie

	· Introduce performance:

You are going to pretend you are your superhero’s biggest fan and make a collection of objects/artifacts as tribute to your superhero. You can include a representation of their symbol, a small painting showing their superhero in action with a caption similar to an image in a newspaper article and other objects of your choice that specifically relates to your superhero. 

· Explain how this is what we are doing for our last project of the semester. Describe how the painting and caption they created last week is something they are going to put in their box.
· Explain and show the boxes they have to use and show examples

· Ask if anyone knows what assembling means and introduce assemblage 
	· Students will know what they are creating and why. They will come to understand what assemblage is

	Explain the different stations that they can use to create 

· Painting station: students can continue working on their paintings from last week, paint a new painting, or paint their box

· (if students are painting have them leave a place for the painting in their box to add it once it has dried.)

· Assembling station: students can begin to connect all of pieces of there collections, create objects to include
	· Students will begin to generate ideas of what they want to create and the materials they will choose to use at each station

	· Have students create their superhero collections

· Walk around to each students and help them write their caption to go with their painting, help with spelling and grammar
	· Students will continue to improve and use studio skills.
· Students will describe their intent and explain their painted imagery.

	Have students finish assembling and attach everything in their box
	
	5 min

	
	Clean up:
· Have one student from the paint station collect all of the paint brushes, put them brush down into a water cup, and bring them to the sink to be washed out. 

· Have one student wipe off the extra paint from the palette and wait to bring it to the sink to wash off

· Have all students bring their sketchbooks to Mercedes and leave their painting on their tables for us to collect.

· Have students clean up all extra materials and leave just their creation and painting at their spot at their color group tables


	· Students will work together to clean up their area.

	· Gallery walk- give students the opportunity to walk around the room and look at everyone’s painting and read the caption they wrote to go with it as well as how they assembled it all in their box

· Wrap up semester of art

· Have students say their favorite parts and something they learned 


	· Students will interpret their peers’ artwork and discuss their artistic decisions.
